Academic Affairs Committee Meeting Notes

March 17, 2008

The committee discussed two issues:

1. The P-3 proposal for the SRA Minor

A P-3 proposal from the EBC Division was submitted to approve a minor in Security Risk Analysis.  An e-mail was sent to the campus community to solicit questions and/or comments regarding the proposal.  Most of the comments that were submitted were in favor of offering the minor at Penn State Berks.  There were some specific questions regarding the proposal:

A. There was a concern regarding enrollment in the course that is required for the SRA minor (IST 452 legal, Regulatory & Policy Environment of Cyber Forensics) but is not yet taught at Berks  Janelle Larson said that the course would be taught on an as needed basis (i.e. every other year) to ensure that it would not be under-enrolled.

B. Another question concerning the tuition surcharge of the program.  While there is a surcharge for students majoring in SRA, it was unclear how much that surcharge would be for minors.  There is a web site that students can access that estimates tuition costs, and this web site takes into consideration surcharges for specific programs.

C. Finally, there was a question concerning the cost of bringing in industry experts for some of the IST and SRA courses (page 4 of the proposal).  These industry experts referred to on page 4 simply refer to outside guest speakers who will highlight current applications and issues in the field.  Program budgets will be used to cover the costs.
The committee voted unanimously to approve the proposal for the SRA minor.

2.  The committee also discussed a new charge to review a document that is currently being drafted by the Retention Council regarding the academic status of students who are moving to non-degree status because their CGPA drops below a 2.0.  The committee looks forward to receiving this document and the issue will be discussed at a future meeting.
