The sole purpose of the meeting was to discuss and vote on the SRA degree proposal. Sue Samson and Cliff Mauer were in attendance to answer any questions from the committee. 

There were only 3 faculty from the campus who submitted comments regarding the degree proposal. One comment was about an option that the P-3 was not requesting we offer at the campus, so the concern was moot. One comment was about one particular course that would be offered in the program and where it was going to be held, which was not a problem for the degree. 

One comment dealt with minor editing issues and the IL course requirement. One of the supporting course areas requires 6 credits of international courses including RLST 001, HIST 010, and HIST 011, of which we only offer one. But because the area also allows for “other courses approved by the adviser” students will be allowed to take any of the IL courses their adviser/the IST faculty decide to allow. It was suggested that they list on the P-3 all of the options for the international courses requirements that they would allow.
Other comments dealt with minor editing errors that should be fixed before sending the P-3 out for consultation.

There was further discussion of job opportunities and the value of the degree overall.

Sue and Cliff were excused from the meeting and the committee discussed and then voted via secret ballot. The committed voted unanimously to support the P-3 document and therefore the addition of the major to the college.
