Tuesday, September 30 meeting:

Lisa Weidman outlined responsibilities of University Relations and suggested possible ways to coordinate efforts with CASE.  She is particularly interested in “good stories” that might be used for promotional pieces – exceptional students with interesting life stories; interesting classes or learning initiatives; interesting research; unique classroom opportunities; new academic programs or minors.

Judy Lichtman reported on her efforts to create a website on legislative issues (currently posted at http://www.lv.psu.edu/library/speakout).  Judy also reported on her meeting with Ann Williams about possible ways faculty could be involved in lobbying and legislative efforts.
